The 
show will be music directed by Nick Herman (New York City). Zach Rosing 
(Zionsville) will act as producer. The cast consists of Brian Benson, Sarah 
Hoffman, Mikayla Reed, and Dane Rogers, all of Indianapolis. 
 
Programs’ is Artistic Directed by Matthew Cunningham (25). Amanda Salazar 
(24) acts as Managing Director while Zach Rosing (26) produces. The young 
staff of 20-somethings are responsible, in the same roles stated, for bringing the 
critically acclaimed Indiana premiere of “Bare: The Musical” to the Wheeler Arts 
Center last summer. After “Bare,” a reorganization of the group occurred, and 
Programs emerged with a mission of bringing lesser known but highly praised 
musicals and plays to Indianapolis audiences.
